HIGHLAND VISTA NEIGHBORHOOD offers pool memberships to Mitman neighbors. The Highland Vista pool is located near Broadway and Craycroft (behind Target). Memberships are available for families outside of Highland Vista.  The season membership fee is $470 per household which drops to $290 after July 1st, but only for 1st time members. The pool is open year round.We do heat the pool in April-May to get a jump start on the season. After that, we let nature take its course and it generally gets too cold for swimming by mid-October. The pool is accessible 24x7 and is "Swim at your own risk"; however, we do have lifeguards on duty Friday evenings, Saturdays, and Sundays. Graffiti Removal Program
Prevention
Graffiti cannot always be prevented, but property owners and residents can reduce the incidence of graffiti on building exteriors and walls by having good lighting and uncomfortable vegetation in place. Work with your neighbors, your neighborhood association or home owners’ association to be the eyes and ears for your community. 
Enforcement
Putting graffiti on public or private property is against the law. If you see someone in the act of “tagging,” call 911. If the graffiti is already in place, call 792-CITY (792-2489) to report it. Graffiti left in place tends to attract more graffiti. 
Removal
If you are a property owner or resident, you can try washing off graffiti or painting it over yourself. If you don’t have access to paint, or the surface is a block or brick wall and you need assistance, call 792-CITY (792-2489) to report it. 
As of November 10, 2008, the City of Tucson will no longer remove:

• graffiti from waste containers

• graffiti from alleys 

• stickers on poles

• or respond to requests for neighborhood sweeps
Contracted Services
The City of Tucson has contracted with GPC, Graffiti Protective Coatings, to remove the graffiti citywide.


 Pet Corner
We have about 50 email addresses for the neighborhood. If you have a lost or found dog or cat, you can contact me and I will send out an email with your information. The most recent recipient is Goldie, a dog who needed a new home after her owner passed away this past spring. She happily has a new home.

Coyotes are still being seen quite frequently especially early morning and late evening. Take caution walking small dogs. Coyotes can jump a 6-foot fence so you might want to leave small dogs and cats in the house

 Please be neighborly  Please pick up after your dog.  Take plastic bags with you on our walks to pick up after your dog which includes the end of alleys, alley ways and easements, and corner lots. The city does not maintain these areas. It is the owner’s responsibility to keep them free of refuse & dog waste.

annual meeting to vote for Mitman officers.
